PRETORIA CITY HALF-DAY TOUR
A tour of Pretoria, that has been the capital city during four historical dispensations, includes visits to buildings and monuments depicting these four periods in time..
Visit the Voortrekker monument and Kruger House from the era of the Boer republics. An added attraction during late September and October is the light purple cloak of Jacaranda blossoms the City is shrouded in – hence the name: Jacaranda City.

A visit to a local shebeen for lunch can be included as an optional extra, as well as a bungee jump or abseil from the Soweto Cooling Towers – the latter only by prior arrangement.

CULLINAN DIAMOND MINE
In 1905 the largest diamond ever to be found, more than 3,100 carats, was discovered at the Cullinan Premier Mine. Since then more than a quarter of the world’s largest diamonds have come from this mine.
Do a surface mine tour and view the Big Hole, bigger than that at Kimberly, from the vantage point. Visit the display room and view a display of cut and uncut diamonds, as well as replicas of all the famous cut stones of the world.
You are also afforded the opportunity to buy diamonds at 20% less than anywhere in the world. This is also the only place in the world where you can buy diamonds with a unique 66 facet cut – the Cullinan Star Cut.
An underground tour is also offered as an optional extra by prior arrangement on certain days only.


THE CRADLE OF HUMANKIND & STERKFONTEIN CAVES
Declared a World Heritage Site in 1999, the Cradle of Humankind encompasses an area of 47,000 hectares (116,139.5 acres) featuring more than 40 different sites where some of the world’s oldest and most important fossils have been discovered.
At the Maropeng Centre an exciting exhibition has been put together taking you through the various time-sones of creation. Included in the tour is a visit to the Sterkfontein caves where the world famous fossil of Mrs Ples was found in 1947 – one of the most famous of more than 700 hominid specimens found at this site, making it the world’s richest hominid site.

APARTHEID MUSEUM HALF-DAY TOUR
